The Thermorail Free Standing models in this guide can only be installed with exposed wiring
and i1s designed to be a portable unit and plug into a power point.

1.Collect the parts you need
Ensure that you have all the correct parts needed for exposed wiring installation of this

towel rail. See previous page for the correct pieces required.

2.Connect the Foot Brackets to the Thermorail (FS66E/B)
Turn the Thermorail upside down and insert the foot brackets in the bottom of the
uprights. Insert the screw into the bottom of the foot bracket and tighten using the allen
key provided. Insert the black plastic cap on the underside of the foot bracket to cover
the screw head. Adjust the stabilising feet as required to suit the floor surface.

3.Connect the Foot Brackets to the Thermorail (FS55E)

Remove the screw from the upright of the towel rail. Put the foot brackets on the bottom
of the uprights and fix in place using the screws provided.
